_______________________ is a video-sharing focused social networking service. The social media platform is used to make a variety of short-form videos. 

After registering, _______________________ users can create a profile revealing information about themselves. They can post text, photos and multimedia. Users can also communicate directly with each other, join common-interest groups, and receive notifications on the activities of their “friends” and pages they follow.

_______________________  is a photo and video sharing social networking service. The app allows users to upload media that can be organized by hashtags. Posts can be shared publicly or with pre-approved followers. Users can like photos and follow other users to add their content to a personal feed. 

_______________________ is a multimedia instant messaging app and service. One of the principal features of_______________________ is that pictures and messages are usually only available for a short time before they become inaccessible to their recipients.

_______________________ is a microblogging and social networking service on which users post and interact with messages known as "tweets". Registered users can post, like, and retweet tweets, but unregistered users can only read those that are publicly available. 

_______________________, is an instant messaging  service. It allows users to send text messages and voice messages, make voice and video calls, and share images, documents, user locations, and other content. The service requires a cellular mobile telephone number to sign up.
